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Course Description: 

The C1+ course is designed for learners who seek to refine their language skills 
beyond the C1 level. Emphasising real-world contexts and language use, this 
course will enhance fluency, accuracy, and cultural nuance, preparing students 
to navigate complex communicative situations confidently. 

Course Objectives: 

By the end of the course, students will be able to: 

1.​ Communicative Proficiency: 

o​ Communicate ideas clearly and effectively in both spoken and 
written forms, using sophisticated language structures and an 
extensive vocabulary. 

2.​ Integrated Language Skills: 

o​ Practice and integrate all four language skills (listening, speaking, 
reading, writing) through task-based activities.. 

3.​ Cultural Competence: 

o​ Explore and discuss cultural contexts and idiomatic expressions, 
developing the ability to engage appropriately in diverse settings. 

4.​ Pronunciation and Intonation: 

o​ Refine pronunciation and intonation for improved clarity and 
effectiveness in communication. 

 

Class Materials: 

●​ The learning materials will include newspaper and magazine articles, 
podcasts, videos, and advanced grammar and vocabulary texts, all 
selected by the teacher.  
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Evaluation Criteria: 

Students will be assessed based on their ability to meet the C1+ evaluation 
criteria, focusing on: 

●​ Participation and engagement in class activities 

●​ Performance in integrated skills tasks  

●​ Continuous assessment of progress through informal and formal 
evaluations 

 

Note: While this course does not provide an official certification, it is designed 
to prepare students for proficient language use in a variety of contexts. Students 
who attend at least 80% of the classes will, however, be granted a Certificate of 
Completion from our centre.
